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Abstract

This study aimed to: 1) examine the experiential learning outcomes of accounting students
participating in field study and workshop seminar activities in a hotel accounting course, and 2)
explore students’ reflective insights regarding their learning experiences. The participants were 39
third-year accounting students, and data were collected using a questionnaire. A questionnaire was
employed as the primary research instrument to assess satisfaction and learning outcomes. The
findings revealed that students were highly satisfied with the program (overall mean = 4.77, SD =
0.42), particularly with regard to the value of participation, the provided facilities, and the
management of the host organization. Regarding experiential learning outcomes, students
demonstrated the ability to effectively integrate academic knowledge into real-world practice,
along with improvements in teamwork, problem-solving, and communication skills. The qualitative
reflections indicated that students gained meaningful hands-on experiences, including hotel
accounting practices, cost and tax calculations, and an understanding of departmental structures
within hotel operations. Students also reported developing practical skills such as collaboration,
time management, self-confidence, and the preparation of accounting documents. Most
participants expressed positive impressions toward the supportive learning atmosphere, the
hospitality of the hotel staff, and the overall quality of the activities. Suggestions for improvement
included extending the duration of the fieldwork and the expanding activities to multiple days. In
conclusion, the field trip and operational workshop proved to be highly effective in enhancing
students’ experiential learning and strengthening their professional readiness for careers in hotel
accounting.
